Recently, the Scarab Club was
awarded a total of $7,500 for
Operational and Projects support
from the Michigan Council for Arts
and Cultural Affairs with $3,800
provided by the National
Endowment for the Arts. These
funds will support the Scarab Club’s
2011 Winter/Spring/Summer
(January 1%t — September 30t)
Exhibition Schedule and related
educational programming.

I am also pleased to announce
$5,000 in support from an
anonymous donor for the Scarab
Club’s ‘American Aesthetic’ Clyde
Burroughs Dinner/Lecture Series.
These funds will continue to grow
this educational program which
explores the contributions of leading
figures in American art and design
from the late 19t through early 21+
centuries. Within the two years
since the introduction of the lecture
series in 2009, the Scarab Club has
provided engaging lectures by
distinguished nationally ranked

American art and design specialists.
Furthermore, the Scarab Club
received $600 in extended support
from the Kresge Foundation and the
Michigan Nonprofit Association to
provide technological upgrades for
the organization. Part of these
upgrades included the migration of
google applications such as email
and calendars. The Scarab Club has
improved the organization’s website
www.scarabclub.org with the
addition of exhibition, events and
music calendars. All calendars
provide easy access for members
and visitors researching the Scarab
Club. Many thanks to our volunteer
Dave Muzzarelli for his tireless
effort in maintaining our website.
